from engaging in alcohol and other drug use, vicdeand other destructive
behaviors that might lead to or include suicidiecalls for districts to collect data in
order to understand the scope and nature of lgoalegms and how current practices
are addressing needs in fair, consistent waysdh sehool building. New policies
should be added that includes professional devedapnfamily and community
engagement, and student education, involvemenpostipnd encouragement.

Federal law requires all school districts to havestablished wellness policy. The
State Board is working with representatives of stdas, Ohio PTA, and Ohio
